At our July 6 meeting, we had

23 members and 4 guests, not
bad for July 4th week. Since
John Germain (KA3JAL) was not
present, Mac
Cullom (K4AVR)
read the Secy/
Treas. report.
We began June
with $2,372.64
then we had ex-
penditures for 2
telephone bills, publicity and
Field Day expenses so we ended
June with $1,889.41. At the
June meeting we had 22 mem-
bers and 3 guests and the cur-
rent membership remains at 51.
We had reports from Suzie
Cullom (KG4YVJ) about Kids
Day, Bobby Collins (KG4BZK)
about the ARES and Red Cross,
Mike Duff (KG4SLH) about pub-
licity and Dave Jones (K4DLJ)
about Field Day. There was no
report about ARRL since Laurie
Sansbury (KV4C) was not in
attendance.

Because of the impending im-
provements to the ETV tower,
we had a lively discussion about
replacing the antenna and feed
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lines for the 85 repeater. The
current antenna is more than
20 years old and the feed line
was used when installed.
Lloyd Mitchell (KD4HTW) had
done a computer simulation of
the coverage with the antenna
at the current level of 600 feet
and another with the antenna
at 300 feet. Although the cov-
erage was nearly as good at
the lower level, the club voted
to keep the antenna at 600
feet and to authorize the ex-
penditure of up to $1 per foot
for 7/8" hard line, connectors
and grounding kits from a
friend of Dave (K4DLJ) and
$400 to purchase a new
DB224E antenna using a dis-
count available through Lloyd
(KD4HTW) and Donald
(KB4RRC). Rudolph Hatcher
(W4YLX) will be checking with
Doug Carter (W4WLS) about
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
